Dear Minister Cathers,

I am writing on behalf of a constituent who recently met with me to discuss pulmonary arterial hypertension (PAH), a rare, progressive, and life-threatening lung disease affecting as many as 4,000 Canadians.

Without treatment, people with PAH live only a couple of years and with current treatments, the 5-year survival rate is only 56%.(1) 

My constituent told me about a new treatment option – sotatercept (Winrevair). Sotatercept was approved by Health Canada in 2024, and the pan-Canadian Pharmaceutical Alliance successfully negotiated a price for it in November 2025. Sotatercept is the first disease-modifying treatment for PAH. It has been demonstrated in clinical trials to be effective across a range of patients, including those newly diagnosed, those with comorbidities, and the sickest patients facing no other treatment options.(2) 

I urge Yukon to move quickly to add sotatercept to the list of publicly funded drugs. Patients cannot wait for this life-saving treatment. 

Thank you for your attention to this important matter. I look forward to your response.
